Committee Reports
Treasurer – Bonnie
1. Bonnie reviewed the July 2023 “At a Glance” treasurer report, noted that PLS is operating under the new 2023/2024 budget and we are in a very good fiscal position. She also provided details into the budget by category. She also discussed the budget by the “Other” category that is within the displayed budget. She also commented on the ageing process and how PLS is collecting the membership dues.

2. Reclaimed asphalt was not available this year.

4. PLS purchased a water tender trailer which can be used for dust abatement and other applications.
5. Discussions were held on a few “problem corners” within Division II and how to mitigate these problem areas.
6. Equipment is running well.
7. Everything is up and running properly at the Lodge and the pool.

8. Purchased new folding chairs for the pool area.

9. The pool heater was rebuilt.

10. We changed out the sand in the pool filters.
Technology - Loren
1.   Cameras and internet are working great, only downtime for the camera has been is when the power went out.
2. We had a temporary internet outage when an access point failed to restart after an update.,
Firewise – Jeremy

1. Over 1400 hours logged for Firewise in 2023, we surpassed last year! 

2. Please keep Firewising and logging your hours on the Firewise Tracking form which can be found on the PLS website.
3. Wood chipping for Fall will start the week after Labor Day. Please start stacking branches 3” or less in diameter butt end towards the road prior to the end of Labor Day.
4.  We purchased a water tank (tender) and are working on getting it paid for by our grant.
5. Purchased 30 new 1.5 inch by 50 foot fire hoses and replaced all the 1 inch hoses that were in the fire boxes (brown dog houses) within PLS.
6. Loren explained hour the water tender can be used by a few members who will be trained on the operation of the tender.
Water – Loren

1. Loren Reported that there were two leaks that will be repaired next week.
2. No other water leaks were reported
Architecture – Bob
1. For this reporting period, we had 3 tree removals, and 1 Cabin request.

2. Please remember all tree removal and building requests must be approved before any work commences. The form is located on the PLS website.

1. Celestina continued to reinforce our top methods of communicating with our members are through the PLS website, Facebook and our eNewsletter, The Treetop Times.
